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Electrotechnical Institute

CoE Electric Energy
The Electrotechnical Institute is one of the oldest and the biggest Institute in Poland in the area of electric industry. The Institute was founded in 1946 as a research and development unit. Since the begin of its existence IEL has been working to the benefit of Polish science and electric industry. The actual activity range and profile of the Electrotechnical Institute is related to the following groups of products and equipment: electric machines, electric apparatus, electric power engineering systems and power electronic converters, systems and equipment for electric traction, electro-technology and electrical materials, methods and  equipment for testing and inspection of electrotechnical products and equipment. Five laboratories are acknowledged by the Polish Centre for Accreditation. There are two Centres of Excellence in the Electrotechnical Institute. They allow widening International co-operation of the Electrotechnical Institute with foreign universities and research centres.

Sectors of electrotechnical science in Poland are shown in the second part of the presentation.  The research of scientific potential of three groups of scientific units in Poland - scientific, scientific-research and didactic ones that are engaged in producing and using electric energy are discussed. Their structure, profile and fields of activity are discussed. The sub-network “Electric Energy” of the Scientific Network “Sustainable Energy Systems – Future Energy” is shown. 

Possibilities of scientific and technical co-operation with foreign electrotechnical scientific units and enterprises especially with France and Germany are presented. Propositions of topics for co-operation in that area are put forward. Special emphasis is put on the economy aspect of energy consumption and efficiency of electric products. 
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
