	This project aims to provide nutritional means to fight learning disabilities and their future consequences common among adolescents. These challenged adolescents face risks of impaired course of education which compromises their future higher education or careers and could lead to socio-economic problems. Furthermore, learning disabilities and the complex social relations of disabled adolescents have adverse effects on the fragile psychological profile of adolescents. The nutritionally treated disabled adolescents will grow to be valuable, healthy and useful members of their community. 

It is the objective of this project to enhance the nutritional value of selected foods, appealing to learning-disabled adolescents of a variety of behavioural, socio-economic and cultural backgrounds. The choice of the target foods will be based on dietary surveys, psycho-sociological and behavioural studies. Target foods, with the widest appeal to the variety of European adolescent’s populations will be enriched with structured phospholipids that mimic essential phospholipids of the human brain, such as phosphatidylserine (PS) enriched with Docosahexaenoic acid (DHA). Inferior derivatives of PS have been known to improve a variety of cognitive functions such as memory, learning abilities, and concentration. The novel ingredient of PS enriched with DHA is expected to be superior in enhancing cognitive functions and among those to fight learning disabilities. Moreover, the nutritionally enhanced innovative foods will be selected and developed in order to provide sensory properties appealing to adolescents.
The acceptance of these foods, their cognitive and physiological effects on learning-disabled adolescents and overcoming these disabilities will be validated through a network of studies, directed by leading clinical-nutrition and psycho-behavioural medical and academic centres.
