An eligible SME is an enterprise who has no more than 250 employees, has an annual turnover less than 40 million euro or has an annual balance-sheet of a total not exceeding 27 million euro, is not 1/4 owned or more by one or more non-SMEs except an investment/venture capital company that does not exercise control and are not research centre, research institute, contract research organisation or a consultancy. The SMEs contribute to the project budget mainly in the form of working time.
