The aim of the present SSA proposal is to create a cross cutting network

of Universities, research centres, Companies (production, transportation,

supermarkets), Institutions (Chamber of commerce, Ministry departments,

professionals and regional/district organisms involved in the actual

control on food products) as well as policy makers in order to analyse,

study and disseminate the up-to-date technologies, methods, quality

management and culture of Traceability on Food supply chain.

The project partners will cooperate in the analysis and definition of

Technological and Procedural/Process Quality Standards, to develop a

Working System suitable to all food chain stakeholders and will act on two

main actions:

- creation of think tank to discuss and study the present situation as

well as inclusion of new technologies like RFID on traceability: this

action will touch different sectors, from IT (i.e. definition of best

practices on traceability inclusion in companies systems, definition of

guidelines to apply interoperability concept to food chain through new

technologies like XML and SOAP) to R&D (inclusion of biotechnology

partners to propose alternative options)

- dissemination to SMEs through ad hoc courses (via internet or through

new media like digital TV, or using conventional instruments like specific

publication) to present direct success stories as well as rise awareness

on importance of traceability (some specific fields will be discussed,

like wine).>
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
