OPPORTUNITIES FOR POSTDOCTORAL TRAINING ABROAD

The Human Frontier Science program (HFSP) promotes basic research in the life sciences. Special emphasis is given to novel and interdisciplinary research aimed at elucidating the complex mechanisms of living organisms. The fellowship program of HFSP provides support for training of postdoctoral students across national boundaries. Frontier life science research will require investigators able to span more than one scientific discipline. Therefore applicants should explore new areas of experimental research to answer fundamental questions in the life sciences.

Researchers from one of the supporting countries can apply to work in any other country, while other nationals can apply for training in a supporting country. Current supporting countries are: Austria, Belgium, Canada, Cyprus (EU part), the Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, the Republic of Ireland, Italy, Japan, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, the United Kingdom, and the United States of America.

HFSP offers two programs providing up to 3 years of support at the postdoctoral level. Fellows receive support to train in a new area of research in an outstanding laboratory of their choice in another country. Applications should be submitted using the electronic application tools on the HFSP web site. 

	Long-term Fellowships
	Cross-disciplinary Fellowships

	Long-term fellowships are intended for postdoctoral fellows with a Ph.D. degree in the life sciences. Applicants are expected to broaden their horizon and to move into a new research field that is different from their doctoral studies or previous postdoctoral training.
	Cross-disciplinary fellowships are intended for postdoctoral fellows with a Ph.D. degree in the physical sciences, chemistry, mathematics, engineering and computer sciences who wish to receive training in biology. Applicants are expected to move into a new research field through a significant change in discipline.

	Fellows can utilize their final (third) year of postdoctoral support in the home country. Only the fellows who choose to return to their home country can defer their final year for up to two years while they are funded through other sources. The final year can then be used for an additional year of research training in the home country. Former HFSP Awardees returning to their home country will be eligible to apply for a Career Development Award designed to establish themselves as independent young investigators.


Deadline for applications: 2 September 2004
