Marie Curie Fellowships

The Institute for Advanced Studies, Sociology Department is offering places for Marie Curie Fellows from all countries and all levels (senior and junior).  We have two large EU (Fifth Framework Projects) that have just finished and a lot of data that can be analysed and worked into publications.  Who would like to help us with this?

The projects cover the following themes:

1. Households, Work and Flexibility
This project looked at the kinds of flexibility undertaken by households and individuals in the following countries: the United Kingdom, the Netherlands, Sweden, Slovenia, Hungary, Czech Republic, Romania, Bulgaria.  An additional theme was the division of labour and family-work balance. A representative sample survey was carried out in each country along with policy analysis.

2. Living Conditions, Lifestyles and Health

This project considered the health situation and the living situation of people in the CIS countries. The following countries were covered: Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, Georgia, Kyrgystan, Kazakhstan, Moldova.  In each country a representative sample survey was carried out, health statistics were collected and in three countries (Belarus, Ukraine, Russia) qualitative interviews were undertaken.

The Institute for Advanced Studies is a private non-profit research institute with around 140 staff that include researchers in economics and finance, sociology and political science from many different countries.  The Institute is international in  orientation and dedicated to carrying out high quality research and post-graduate training. 

The project is aimed at young researchers either with at least 4-10 years experience or with less than 4 years experience and a PhD.
